	Angel Gate
	From its junction with Outpart Eastward to its junction with Wellington Road.
	South east then south west

	Wellington Road
	From its junction with Outpart Eastward to its junction with Church Street and the existing one way located on Wellington Road.
	South east then west

	Harbour Crescent
	From its junction with B1352 to its junction with Barrack Lane.
	North east then south east then south then south west

	Barrack Lane
	From its junction with Harbour Crescent to its junction with B1352.
	South west
